PURPOSE OF REPORT 
 
The purpose of this report is to provide the Committee with an update of the proposed EastLINK, which 
forms part of the State Government’s AdeLINK – the Adelaide Light Rail (Tram) Network Project. 
 
 
BACKGROUND 
 
Integrated Transport and Land Use Plan 
 
At its meeting held on 2 December 2013, the Council considered a report on the Draft Integrated Transport 
and Land Use Plan for South Australia. A copy of the report which was considered by the Council is 
contained in Attachment A.   
 
Included within the Integrated Transport and Land Use Plan, is an indicative extension of the light rail 
network, referred to as AdeLINK. Put simply, AdeLINK is an expansion of the existing network and 
incorporates the following six (6) routes: 
 

 EastLINK – extending east through Kent Town to The Parade; 
 

 WestLINK – following Henley Beach Road to Henley Square, with a branch line to Adelaide Airport.  
The existing tram line to Glenelg also forms part of WestLINK; 

 

 ProspectLINK – following O’Connell Street to Prospect Road; 
 

 UnleyLINK – following Unley Road and Belair Road to Mitcham; 
 

 CityLINK – following a continuous loop around the City with transfers at other tram lines and the 
Adelaide Railway Station; and 

 

 PortLINK – using the existing Outer Harbor line with additional services to Port Adelaide, West Lakes 
and Semaphore.  

 
The sections of the December 2013 report, which was considered by the Council and which makes 
reference to AdeLINK and EastLINK (the easterly expansion of the light rail tram network through Kent Town 
and The Parade) have been highlighted.  
 
Attached to the December 2013 report, was a draft submission which set out the Council’s position and 
comments in relation to the Draft Integrated Transport and Land Use Plan for South Australia. A copy of the 
submission, which was endorsed by the Council is contained in Attachment B.  The relevant parts of the 
submission, which refer to AdeLINK and EastLINK have also been highlighted. 
 
Currently, the existing light rail (tram) network originates in the Adelaide Central Business District (CBD) and 
extends to Glenelg and the Adelaide Entertainment Centre (Port Road). Of the six (6) options for the 
possible route extension of the light rail network, of particular interest to the City of Norwood Payneham & St 
Peters is the proposed eastern link through Kent Town to The Parade, Norwood (EastLINK).   
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Advocacy 
 
As part of the recent Federal Election, the Mayors of the respective Councils involved in the potential 
implementation of AdeLINK, took the opportunity to advocate for the mayor’s political partner, to allocate 
funding towards AdeLINK. 
 
In this respect, the Mayors meet to discuss strategies and to advocate for funding. 
 
Given the other issues involved in the recent Federal Election (i.e. the Submarine Project) it was difficult to 
obtain much traction on the AdeLINK Project – albeit that the media did pick- up on the issue. 
 
Whilst the Coalition did not commit to funding the Project, the Labor Party provided a commitment of $500 
million over four (4) years on the basis of it winning the election.  
 
As the Labor Party did not win the election, this commitment will not occur.  
 
To progress discussion on the light rail network, the Lord Mayor organised a Light Rail Summit on 21 April 
2016. The Summit was attended by Council representatives, Members of Parliament and industry 
representatives.  Presentations were made by speakers including the Lord Mayor, the Minister for Transport 
and representatives from Councils in New South Wales and Queensland. 
 
A number of speakers stressed the importance of Local Government playing a critical and active role in the 
implementation of a Light Rail Network and for co-operation between the three (3) levels of Government. 
 
As part of the Summit, a meeting of Mayors (and Chief Executive Officers) was held to discuss the 
implementation of AdeLINK and determine a way forward. 
 
In short, the Mayors agreed to collaborate with the view of pursuing AdeLINK through endorsing ‘in principle’ 
the expansion of Light Rail and participating in the $4 million study.   
 
In this respect, a Media Release was issued by the Lord Mayor on behalf of the Mayors of Unley, Mitcham, 
Prospect, Port Adelaide Enfield, Charles Sturt, Marion, West Torrens and the City of Norwood Payneham & 
St Peters, setting out the outcomes of the Summit (Attachment C). 
 
In addition to the Media Release, it was agreed to put forward to each Council involved in AdeLINK, a set of 
recommendations for consideration, namely:  
 
1. Provide in principle support to the expansion of light rail. 
 
2. Participate in the development of a comprehensive study into the State Government’s AdeLINK light rail 

network. 
 
3. Participate in further discussions with the Federal Government, State Government and neighbouring 

councils within the proposed AdeLINK light rail network regarding funding and delivery options. 
 
At its meeting held on 18 May 2016, the Council considered a report regarding the AdeLINK (the Adelaide 
Light Rail (tram)) network. The purpose of the report was to update the Council in relation to the AdeLINK 
Project and to present a set of recommendations to the Council regarding AdeLINK. Following consideration 
of the report the Council resolved the following:  
 
1. That the Council supports ‘in principle’ the expansion of Light Rail. 
 
2. That the Council participates in the development of the comprehensive study, which has been initiated 

by the State Government, into the AdeLINK Light Rail Network. 
 
3. That the Council participates in further discussions with the Federal Government, the State Government 

and neighbouring councils associated with AdeLINK, regarding funding and delivery options. 

 
All eight (8) Councils have endorsed the abovementioned recommendations and subsequently have a 
number of representatives on a Council Staff Group working through the various stages of the AdeLINK $4 
million study. 
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AdeLINK Business Case 
 
Given the size of the AdeLINK Project (estimated at over $3 billion) and the need to progress the concept 
beyond “lines on a map”, in February 2016, the State Government announced an allocation of $4 million to 
advance planning for the proposed network and in particular, to prepare a detailed business case for the 
delivery of the network. In developing the business case, issues such as planning, design, environmental 
benefits and land value issues, will be evaluated.  In addition the study will provide an analysis of the final 
project costs, as well as an analysis of the full range of benefits that will be delivered as a result of the tram 
expansion, which will help to determine their viability and help to prioritise their implementation. 
 
Infra Plan, (Consultants) has been appointed by the State Government to undertake the study. As part of the 
study, InfraPlan together with DPTI will undertake a multi-criteria analysis, which will be used to assess the 
transport and land use opportunities and constraints, as well as the feasibility of each of the indicative 
AdeLINK corridors.  Following completion of the multi-criteria analysis, a series of Design Labs with Council 
representatives will be held, to explore the possibilities and test assumptions in relation to the determined 
routes.  
 
Based upon the success of similar transport/light rail initiatives across Australia and overseas, the State 
Government is of the view that AdeLINK has the potential to attract investment, boost economic growth and 
encourage urban renewal, create employment opportunities and bring visitors to the CBD and commercial 
centres such as The Parade. 
 
The Parade Masterplan 
 
In January 2016, the Council appointed Oxigen Landscape Architects to undertake The Parade Masterplan.  
The objective of The Parade Masterplan Project is to deliver a long term strategic framework for the 
planning, redevelopment and activation of this important Mainstreet.  The Masterplan encompasses the 
whole of The Parade, between Fullarton Road and Portrush Road, and includes all of the key pedestrian and 
road networks that connect onto The Parade.  As part of the investigations, consideration is also being given 
to The Parade’s wider association with Kensington Road, Magill Road and Kent Town and its more broader 
relationship with the East Parklands, the Central Business District and more specifically the East End.  
 
In recognition that a Tram Line along The Parade is still an aspirational target, for both the State 
Government and the Council, and that whilst there has been commitment from the State Government in 
respect to it proceeding (albeit it the timing and funding arrangements have not yet been determined), 
Oxigen, were given the task of developing two (2) option, one (1) option with a tram and one (1) option 
without a tram.  Following the first round of consultation with the Community, it is obvious that support for a 
tram will only occur if The Parade is able to retain is tree line along the centre of The Parade. Based on this 
clear message, the Consultants are now looking at options for the tram’s integration within the existing 
streetscape as well as possible design changes to the street network to best fit all functions, should the Tram 
Line proceed. 
 
To deliver this significant project, as part of the its 2013-14 Budget, the Council committed $100,000 towards 
the development of a Masterplan for The Parade.  To assist with funding The Parade Masterplan Project, an 
application for an additional $100,000 was sought and successfully granted to the Council through the 
Department of Planning, Transport and Infrastructure, Places for People Grant Funding Program. 
 
RELEVANT STRATEGIC DIRECTIONS & POLICIES 
 
The Council’s Strategic Management Plan, City Plan 2030, contains the following text in respect to Light Rail 
(trams): 
 
Social Equity 
Objective 2: A people friendly, integrated, sustainable and active transport network. 
 
Snapshot 2030 (what the City will look like in 2030):   
Less cars are on the road and more people are walking, cycling and using public transport – maybe a tram 
as well. 
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DISCUSSION 
 
The Councils which are involved in the AdeLINK Feasibility study have agreed to work collaboratively for the 
purposes of positioning the Project for future funding opportunities and to ensure that the community is 
aware of this commitment.   
 
As part of the commitment to work collaboratively, each Council has endorsed as the first step, participation 
in the State Government’s $4 million, study.  In addition to this commitment the City of Norwood Payneham 
& St Peters has: 
 

 supported AdeLINK and EastLINK as part of its submission on the draft Integrated Transport and Land 
Use Plan (refer to Attachment B); 

 

 it has incorporated a tram as part of an integrated and active transport network in its Strategic 
Management Plan, City Plan 2030; and  

 

 has initiated preparation of The Parade Masterplan Project, which incorporates design options and 
assessment of issues associated with EastLINK (ie a tram line extending from the CBD through Kent 
Town to The Parade). 

 
As such, this Council has already demonstrated its support, subject of course to issues such as design, cost 
and community consultation, to the EastLINK component of AdeLINK and AdeLINK generally.   
 
Whilst there are a significant number of factors being considered as part of the investigations into the 
business case, ultimately the overall cost and who funds the implementation of AdeLINK will play a 
significant role in whether or not AdeLINK progresses and in particular, when it will occur.   Whilst there has 
been considerable discussion about possible funding arrangements, including contributions from the three 
(3) levels of Government, Value Capture, private sector involvement/funding and so on, at this stage there 
has been no commitment to any particular funding arrangement or model. It is understood that total costs 
and potential funding models, will also be addressed as part of the $4 million study. 
 
At this stage the AdeLINK business case is not expected to be completed until November 2017.  However, 
on 5 July 2016, the State Government committed $50 million in funding for the first stage of the AdeLINK 
tram network, the extension from King William Street to East Terrace. To help fast track the project the 
Adelaide City Council has also contributed an additional $5 million to be used towards upgrading of the 
public realm and the planned East End tram stop.  The extension of the tram will help to revitalise the old 
Royal Adelaide Hospital site and more generally provide a significant connection to the East End.  From the 
Norwood Payneham & St Peters Council’s perspective this extension provides some confidence that the 
tram could be further extended east, ultimately delivering the EastLINK 
 
Given the expected cost of implementing AdeLINK, or even parts of the AdeLINK network, it is clear that a 
significant portion of the costs will need to be funded by the Federal Government. 
 
CONCLUSION 
 
The opportunity to work with and collaborate with other councils and the State Government on this important 
initiative, is critical to its success.  The AdeLINK and more particularly the EastLINK component, aligns with 
the Council’s Strategic Objectives and Strategies.  At the same time, there are a number of issues which 
need to be resolved and participation in the $4m study presents an excellent opportunity for the Council to 
influence decisions such as design, cost and funding. 
 
In addition, the progress of The Parade Masterplan, places the City of Norwood Payneham & St Peters in an 
advantages position, over many of the other Councils in that it has started to consider, admittedly at a 
strategic level, all of the issues associated with the implementation of a tram along The Parade, 
opportunities to incorporate the tram and the stops into the public realm and in particular where to locate the 
stops in order to create places, rather than just provide stops.   
 
At this stage, there is little that can be done by individual councils, other than to participate in and await the 
conclusion of the AdeLINK Feasibility Study. 
 
As part of this process, the Council will be required to consider various components of the Feasibility Study.
